MU 110  Christian Principles of Worship I  Credits:  3 
Are you searching for your purpose?  Are you satisfied with your worship experience?  

Do you want to be more passionate in your worship?  This course will help you discover 

concepts that will revolutionize your worship experience and lead you into the Throne 

Zone Dimension of God’s presence.   

MU 120  Christian Principles of Worship II  Credits:  3 
Understanding the Biblical Roles that worship and praise are to play in the local church 

based upon the biblical pattern of things in Heaven. 

 

MU 130  Christian Principles of Worship III Credits:  3 
This is a Biblical study focusing on Music Administration within the local church and how 

to teach your congregation to become more effective worshipers and flowing in the 

spiritual and practical applications of Praise and Worship. 

 

KI 110  Christian Kingdom Principles I  Credits:  3 
Your success is not dependent on the state of the economy, what careers are currently 

in demand, or what the job market is like.  You do not need to be hindered by what 

people think you are capable of or lack of resources.  In this course, we will provide you 

with time-tested principles that will enable you to fulfill your vision, no matter who you 

are or where you come from. 

 

KI 120  Christian Kingdom Principles II  Credits:  3 
This course is an introduction into the Glory of the Lord- introducing you to the power of 

the glory, but also practically demonstrating how God longs to see His glory reflected 

through man. 
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KI 130  Christian Kingdom Principles III  Credits:  3 
This course will provide a detailed examination of the principles, concepts, and 

characteristics of the Kingdom of God, and provide an understanding of how it operates. 

LE 110   Christian Leadership I    Credits:  3 
This course will focus on the laws of leadership that govern your personal and 

organizational effectiveness.  You will discover the true path to leadership through the 

application of timeless principles supported by the bedrock of personal character. 

 

LE 120   Christian Leadership II   Credits:  3 
This course will demystify the process of building a strong leadership team, making it 

simple to grasp, retain and put into practice within your organization and will empower 

you with the “how-tos” and attitudes for building a successful team within your 

organization. 

 

LE 130  Christian Leadership III   Credits:  3 
This course will focus on the Biblical figures of David, Saul and Absalom.  Specifically, 

this course will study their leadership styles and challenge your motives for leadership.  

This course will also prove to be a valuable resource for leading your staff or team. 

 

LE 140  Christian Leadership IV   Credits:  3 
Church members may resist change and have a difficult time responding to new ideas.  

Church leaders are challenged to think through the dynamics of ministry and identify 

their strengths and weaknesses as change agents.  This course will help you 

understand people and biblical principles for renewal and can pave the way to 

implementing the process of change within your organization.
